Late Bottled Vintage Ports(LBV) are made from grapes in a single year.

They are aged in oak casks for up to 6 years before being bottled, at which

point they are ready to drink and being lightly filtered require no

decanting

Delaforce Fine White £2.60

The Port is produced mainly from the Malvasia Fina Rabigato grape

varieties and is one of the major white Port brands internationally.

Pale colour and medium sweetness. Pleasantly fruity bouquet,

typical of Port, which maintains its pale colour over a long period.

Taylors LBV 2004 £3.10

Powerful dark cherry and black fruit aromas. The floral and herbal

notes that come through on the nose add lovely nuances to the

bouquet. The palate shows great intense fruit flavours and

fantastic depth and complexity.

Cockburn’s Fine Ruby £3.20

Cockburn's Fine Ruby is full bodied Port with ripe red fruit flavours,

balanced with a fine structure and balance

Cockburn’s LBV 2005 £3.50

It is youthful and impulsive in style, deep red in colour and with

aromas of damson, mulberry, summer fruits and chocolate. It

leaves an intense sensation on the palate, and has a full feel, with

some complexity from its wood ageing.

Quinta del Infantado LBV £4.25

The vintage ports of Quinta do Infantado are utterly distinctive in

their ‘Meio-Seco’ (medium-dry) style. The Roseira family is very

careful when declaring a vintage year and will not do so if there is

the least doubt about the concentration and quality of the vintage.

Nierpoort Tawny Dee £5.50

A complex port with great character inspired by Alice in

Wonderland’s famous Tweedle twins. Brick red/tawny in colour,

with delicate nutty aromas and a hint of dried fruits. On the palate,

very well balanced with a youthful fruity, luscious character, which

integrates well with a long spirit finish.

Nierpoort Ruby Dum £5.50

Ruby Dum retains its youthful, strong character, dominated by red

cherries and plums with great freshness from ageing in large

wooden vats in the cool cellars of Vila Nova de Gaia.

Ramos Pinto Tawny £5.95

A well-rounded, generous aroma with balance and a hint of wine.

Fruit aromas include orange, apricot and plum. Vanilla and old Port

wine casks make up its woody aromas. This is a fruity tawny

variety.
