Fifty Pounds                  43.5%      £4.50
One of only two original producers, taking its name from the 1736 tax levied

on gin producers comes this rich, oily and very soft gin. Clean, pure and

faultless.

Caorunn                         41.8%      £3.50
(Pronounced Ka-Roon) Consisting of eleven botanicals, including five Celtic

botanicals. A truly Scottish gin, the only to be produced at a working malt

whisky distillery.

G-Vine                            40%          £4.50
From France’s Cognac region comes this exquisitely smooth gin. Built from

the base of the Ugni grape comes this four times distilled gin. Much

smoother and more suave with a heady body and aroma new to the palate.

Saffron                            40%          £3.70
The extraordinary (all-natural) colour of Boudier's Saffron gin is all from the

gin's signature ingredient - the most expensive spice in the world.

London No.1 Dry          47%          £4.00
Made from the highest quality English grain spirit containing thirteen key

botanicals comes this small batch super premium gin. The original blue gin,

presenting itself with a unique turquoise blue hue deriving from the

Gardenia flower.

London No.3 Dry          40%          £4.60
No.3 is the London Dry Gin distilled to a proprietary recipe of Berry Bros. &

Rudd, London's oldest wine and spirit merchant. The name No.3 refers to

the address in St James's Street, London: its’ home since 1698.

No. 209                           46%          £4.00
Originating from St. Helena, Napa Valley, California, continuing the Juniper

heritage a step further by fusing it with citrus, exotic fruits and spices. 209

refers to the registration number granted in 1882 to William Scheffler.

Oxley                               47%         £4.90
A cold distillation process and the use of hand selected botanicals sets it

apart from many other gins on the market. Produced in very small batches

of only 240 bottles per day, the taste is very clean with a nice blend of

botanicals accented with juniper and grapefruit. The finish is very dry and

just a little spicy.

Black Zephyr                  40%         £3.20
Using unique botanicals like elderberry and elderflower this has a flavour

profile unlike anything else on the market. Clear, lime soufflé, pistachio, and

floral juniper aromas follow through on a soft, silky entry leads to a dryish

medium body with subtle dried peach and cream notes.

Blue Zephyr                  40%         £3.20
Made from the base of the Black Zephyr, along with more traditional

botanicals, Blu Zephyr is also infused with sweet elderberry and gardenia.

William Chase               48%         £4.75
Each batch is distilled 100 times to give a true taste of juniper, highlighted

by the sweetness of apples, elderflower and hops.

Crown Jewel                  50%         £5.50
Named after the infamous Beefeaters at the Tower of London comes this

truly unique triple distilled gin. An aromatic bouquet which is warm and full

of saffron punch.

Mahon                            38%         £3
Is the result of careful distillation, using high quality wine alcohol and

carefully selected juniper berries, which come from the neighbouring

Mediterranean mountains, together with aromatic herbs.
